considers that its open access policy, which requires no entrance qualifications for most courses, 
is as radical today as it was 50 years ago; notes what it sees as its contribution to social justice 
and accessible higher education across Scotland and the transformational impact that it has had 
on lives and communities, with more than 200,000 Scots from all backgrounds having studied with
the institution, and wishes it well for the next 50 years and beyond.
