considers that these findings underline the importance of a gendered response to the COVID-19
crisis and the need for Scotland’s economic recovery plan to recognise the disproportionate
effects of job disruption on women’s employment, and address women’s labour market inequality
as a central aim, and welcomes Close the Gap’s report and recommendations as a crucial and
welcome piece of work that will help ensure this is achieved.
